Each  has  a  powerful  character  der i v ing  from  the  v i l lage  or  v ineyard  

that  gave  r i se  to  i t  and  the  grower  who  crafted  i t .  At  the ir  best ,  these  w ines  are  second  to  none  

and  can  offer  remarkable  value .

Although  the  Sauv ignon  Blanc  grape  or ig inated  in  Bordeaux ,  i t  i s  w idely  grown  in  the  Lo ire  

Valley ,  Cal i forn ia ,  New  Zealand ,  and  Austr ia .   Although  the  flavor  components  of  melon,  l ime ,  and  

pass ion  fru i t  are  s im i lar  among al l  the  reg ions ;  the  intens i t y  and  ac id i t y  levels  can  vary ,  

depend ing  upon  the  so i l  and  cl imate .   Cal i forn ia  Sauv ignon  Blancs  are  softer  and  show  more  

fru i t ,  wh i le  the  New  Zealand  examples  are  br ighter  and  sp ic i er .   I n  contrast  to  the  v i scous  and  

powerful  Sauv ignon  Blancs  from  Bordeaux ,  the  w ines  from  the  Lo ire  Valley  are  leaner  and  show  

more  m ineral i t y .

Not  only  i s  Chardonnay  one  of  the  most  popular  grape  var i etals  in  the  world ,  i t  i s  one  of  the  

most  versat i le  and  f lavorful .   Bas ic  Chardonnay  can  be  vaguely  fru i t y  and  neutral ,  but  at  i ts  

best ,  Chardonnay  acts  as  an  express ion  of  the  v ineyard  in  wh ich  i t  i s  grown .   Chardonnay  from  

Burgundy  takes  awh i le  to  mature ,  wh i le  Cal i fornia  Chardonnay  i s  much  more  approachable  in  i ts  

youth .   Class ic  f lavors  of  Chardonnay  include  apple ,  pear ,  butterscotch ,  honey ,  and  p ineapple .

Due  to  the  l imestone  so i l  and  cooler  cl imate ,  w ines  made  from  Chardonnay  grown  in  Burgundy   are  

h igher  in  ac id i t y .   I n  the ir  youth  they  are  lemony  and  m inerall y ,  but  w i th  bottle  age ,  the  true  

ethereal  flavors  of  wh i te  Burgundy  develop .   I n  Cal i fornia ,  b y  contrast ,  these  flavors  develop  

more  qu ickly  as  a  result  of  the  warmer  cl imate  and  most  are  ready  to  dr ink  on  release .

Known  for  i ts  comb inat ion  of  ac id i ty  and  fru i t  

extract ,  a  t yp ical  R iesl ing  i s  descr ibed  as  f lowery ,  yet  tart  w i th  grapefrui t  and  honeysuckle-l i ke  

f lavors .   No  grape  other  than  R iesl ing  can  produce  a  w ine  w i th  such  f inesse ,  pur i t y  of  fru it ,  

i ntens i t y  of  f lavor ,  and  a  ‘ l i f t ’  of  ac id i t y .  Whi le  R iesl ing  w i l l  grow  on  most  so i l  t ypes ,  i t  i s  

sens i t i ve  to  h igh  chalk  content  and  w i l l  not  develop  into  w ines  of  great  character  on  loam .   

H i l ls ide  m icrocl imates ,  wh ich  prov ide  plenty  of  sun  exposure  as  well  as  protect ion  from  the  

w inds ,  are  of  paramount  importance  to  qual i t y  R i esl ing .
